FOREWORD

This manual, which is designed primarily for the use
of intelligence personnel of U. S. and British armies in

the field, is issued under the joint authority of the

Assistant Chief of Staff, G-2, War Department General
Staff, Washington 25, D. C., and the Director of Military

Intelligence, War Office, London, S. W. 1, England.

The present manual supersedes both the U. S. pub-
lication entitled German Military Symbols (January

1943) and appendix XLVIII of the British publication
entitled Notes on the German Army-War (December
1940).

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INTRODUCTION

1. The German Armed Forces use military symbols extensively
on maps, in tables of organization (war establishments), and on
direction and location signposts in combat zones. Military
symbols will also be seen on vehicles and equipment, with or
without the divisional emblem.

2. The German system of military symbols consists of a number
of basic and supplementary symbols, which are combined to
indicate various headquarters, units, and equipment.

3. At the beginning of the present war, the Germans used an
elaborate system of military symbols for both the Army and the
Air Force. Apparently this system was found to be too com-
plicated for use in the field, and two lists of amendments (one
dated November 1942 and the other January 1943) were issued
with the object of simplifying the basic and supplementary
symbols for weapons and equipment of the Army. The method
of indicating the calibers, numbers, ranges, and countries of
origin of weapons was also altered.

4. Inasmuch as many German charts, maps, and other docu-
ments may still employ the old basic symbols, or in some cases
a mixture of the old and the new, both the new and the old
symbols are shown side by side in columns headed, respectively,
"Current" and "Old." Symbols that remain unchanged are
not shown in the "Old" column but appear in the "Current"
column only. The "Current" column alone is carried in cases
of large groups of symbols that were not affected by the revisions.
If the new symbol for a unit is at present unknown or cannot
readily be derived from the new basic symbols, only the old
symbol is given. In Part 1 (Army) a single column headed
"New" is carried in a fewi isolated instances where space prevents
the insertion of both the new and old. In Sections I to IV of



Part 2 (Air Force) only the old system of symbols is presented
in a single column headed "Old"; in Section V, only the new
system of symbols is presented in a single column headed "New."
In subsequent sections of Part 2 both the new and the old symbols
are shown in columns headed, respectively, "Current" and "Old."
Since the naval symbols, so far as is known, have not been
revised, in Part 3 (Navy) only a single column headed "Current"
is carried.

5. It will be noted that, in some cases, there are alternate
military symbols for the same subject. This is in no way a
deviation from a consistent pattern, but rather testimony to the
logic and flexibility of the German system. A German soldier
who does not know the precise tactical symbol may construct one
from well-known basic symbols. The resultant symbol may be
fully as comprehensible as the official one.

6. In the translation of German terms, an attempt has been
made to approximate equivalent terms in the Armies of the
United States and Great Britain, respectively. In most instances,
however, where the apparent equivalents would be misleading
or where no equivalents exist, a literal translation is necessary.
In a few other instances where equivalents are lacking or where a
literal translation would result in ambiguity or confusion, the
original German terminology is preserved. With the exception
of the term Hq, abbreviations are not employed in the "U.S."
column, whereas, according to preference, official British military
abbreviations are employed consistently in the "British" column.

7. The symbols are arranged in groups according to logical and
structural principles. These groups usually, but not always,
coincide with the German classification of units according to arm
(Waffengattung); important departures from this system of
classification are indicated in the text. Mention is also made of
various changes in nomenclature and organization, although
apparently most of these have not affected the basic structure
of the symbols.

8. For the convenience of the reader, blank pages headed
"Memoranda" are inserted at the end of each part.

Section IX. Revised System of Military Symbols

As stated in the introduction, the system of German military symbols has changed radically during 1943.
The new system as it applies to weapons and equipment is analyzed in this section. 1

1. CALIBER OF WEAPONS. Caliber is shown by placing numerals representing centimeters to the left
of the basic symbol. EXAMPLE:

3. ORIGIN OF WEAPONS. The country of origin of a weapon is indicated by placing supplementary

letters to the right of the basic symbol: for example, b for belgisch (Belgian), J for franzisisch (French), etc.

p. 20, above.)

4. NUMBER OF WEAPONS. The number of weapons is indicated by numerals placed below the symbol.

The number of vehicles is indicated by placing numerals below the basic

vehicle symbol.

9. TYPES OF TANKS. Types of tanks are indicated by Roman numerals within the basic tank symbol.

The abbreviations le, m, and s must not be used with the basic tank symbol to indicate particular types

of tanks. These abbreviations may be used, however, to indicate tank units. EXAMPLE:

10. ARMORED COMMAND VEHICLES. Armored command vehicles (Panzerbefehlswagen) are identified

11. BRANCH OF THE ARMED FORCES. There are two methods of indicating the branch of the
Armed Forces to which a certain weapon belongs. The first method is to place the letters H for Heer (Army),
L for Luftwaffe (Air Force), and M for (Kriegs)marine (Navy), in parentheses (brackets) next to the unit
number on the right of the symbol. In the second method the branch is shown by presenting the unit number
in colors: black for Army, green for Air Force, and blue for Navy.

4. CAVALRY AND RECONNAISSANCE. During the spring of 1943, the following changes in nomen-
clature took place: Radfahr (bicycle) units of the cavalry and reconnaissance arm were renamed Aufklarungs
(reconnaissance) units. It is not known whether the same applies to infantry bicycle units. Kradschutzen
(motorcycle) battalions became Panzeraufklarungs (panzer reconnaissance) battalions. The latter now includes
companies mounted on (1) half-track personnel carriers (Panzeraufklarungskompanie (gep)); (2) motorcycles
(Panzeraufklarungskompanie (Krad)); (3) "Volkswagen" (Panzeraufklarungskompanie (Volkswagen)); and pos-
sibly (4) half-track motorcycles (Panzeraufklarungskompanie (Kettenkrad)). At the same time all cavalry
and reconnaisssance units were reclassified as infantry, except those in motorized and panzer divisions, which o
are now classed as Panzertruppen (panzer troops).

In this paragraph, reconnaissance units are given their new nomenclature as far as known, but there is
yet little known about the symbols which are used to represent these units. However, it is thought likely
that the new symbols will be similar to, if not identical with, those given in the column for old symbols.

Section VI. Air-Ground Communications

1. GENERAL. Ground forces may identify themselves or communicate with aircraft by smoke signals,
by yellow or white cloth panels, by the display of swastika flags or recognition fans, and by the employment
of other auxiliary signals.

German aircraft may identify themselves or communicate with ground forces by prearranged recognition
Very signals, by dropped smoke signals, by recognition lights, and by dropped messages.

2. GROUND TO AIR

a. Orange-colored Smoke Signal. This is the principal signal used by ground troops and means "Friendly
troops," "We are here." White Very signals may also be used for this purpose.

b. Yellow Panels. These panels are used to indicate the most advanced line only. They are employed
for this purpose exclusively and mean "Here is our most advanced line." When laid side by side they are -

easily recognizable from medium altitude. White panels or red (in winter) are used for identification purposes
by troops behind the front lines and in the rear areas.

c. Swastika Flags. These flags mean "Friendly troops," "We are here." Swastika flags are employed to
indicate advanced lines only when yellow panels are not available. Generally, they are used in the rear areas
and especially by transport columns, etc. Inasmuch as they are hard to recognize, they are customarily used in
conjunction with orange smoke signals.

d. Emergency Signals. These signals are used only when no other means of identification are available.
The waving of steel helmets, handkerchiefs, etc., may be employed for this purpose.

e. Recognition Fans. Recognition fans (Erkennungsfacher) are round fans of steel frames, covered with
white cloth on one side and red cloth on the other side (the latter color to be displayed on snow or sand). The
fans are collapsible and are carried in a canvas bag attached to the belt. When recognition is requested, they are
promptly opened and laid on the ground. These fans are employed in the foremost lines only.

3. AIR TO GROUND

a. Light Signals

Signal Meaning
White Very signal (also deep circling and tipping of wings)------------ Ground forces are requested to identify themselves
Green Very signal (also deep circling and tipping of wings) ---------- Observer desires to drop a message. Ground troops

Red Very signal or red smoke signal (to be fired or dropped over target)- Enemy antitank defense, such as antitank gun, anti-

aircraft gun or tank obstacle
Blue or violet Very signal or blue smoke signal (to be fired or dropped Enemy tanks or armored cars in considerable number

over target)

b. Dropped Messages. Aircraft may also communicate with the ground by means of dropped messages.
These messages may be enclosed in tubes that emit light-yellow smoke when dropped, or in red-and-white cloth
containers. A number code, supplemented by clear text if necessary, is employed.



Section VII. Semiofficial Auxiliary Symbols

In addition to the foregoing official military symbols, there exists a number of semiofficial auxiliary symbols

which are found in various manuals and are widely used.

Since these auxiliary symbols originated independently, there is no uniformity in the following series. It

will be noted that sometimes two or three symbols are given for one subject, and even this number does not

exhaust the possibilities.

No attempt has been made to compile an extensive list of these auxiliary symbols. Only those most fre-
quently encountered are given here.

Section I. Basic Symbols for Headquarters

The German Air Force terms listed below lack equivalents, and their literal translation would lead to

confusion. Therefore, they are quoted in the original German in both the U. S. and the British columns.

Luftflotte: Large Air Force operational and administrative command

Luftgau: Air Force administrative district

Fliegerdivision: Subordinate Air Force operational command (division status)

Fliegerkorps: Subordinate Air Force operational command (corps status)

Flak-Gruppe: Antiaircraft defense area command (regimental status)

Flak-Untergruppe: Antiaircraft defense area command (battalion status)

Geschwader: Roughly equivalent to U. S. and British "wing"

Gruppe: Roughly equivalent to U. S. and British "group"

Staffel: Roughly equivalent to U. S. and British "squadron"

Reserve: The Germans apply this term, employed in connection with antiaircraft units, with great
inconsistency. It does not always imply that such units are held in reserve. In some cases it is
used to indicate that the tables of organization (war establishments) of such units differ from those
of standard antiaircraft units.

4. ANTIAIRCRAFT ARTILLERY. The new basic symbol for Air Force antiaircraft is identical with
that of the new symbol for Army antiaircraft. The caliber of weapons is indicated in a similar manner: that is,
by placing numerals to the left of the symbols. The method of indicating the number of weapons in a unit by
numerals below the basic weapon symbol remains in effect.

Searchlight units are classified as light (60 cm) and heavy (150 cm). The size of the searchlight is shown by
the letters 1 (or le) or s (light or heavy), or by the numerals in centimeters to the right of the symbol.
